Virginia's Investment in Early Education

United Way of Roanoke Valley supports the Commonwealth’s upcoming historic investment of
nearly $95 million for Virginia's young children and families. This investment in equity and our
economy recognizes and addresses long-standing barriers and underfunding of the state’s
preschool program, as well as the importance of engaging both public and private providers in
the delivery of high-quality early-childcare services.

Research shows that investing early is one of the most fiscally responsible investments we can
make. But it is also our best opportunity to level the playing field for at-risk children right from the
start. We must ensure every child starts school with the same opportunity for success.

+ Only 60% of Virginia's kindergartners begin school with the key literacy, math, and
social-emotional skills needed to be successful in school. Only half of children from
economically disadvantaged families enter school fully ready to learn.

«  Our current workforce needs are changing - nearly 70% of Virginia’s children live in families
in which all parents work, making child care both a necessary work support and a key school
readiness opportunity.

* Currently in Virginia, 24% of economically disadvantaged four-year-olds and 72% of
economically disadvantaged three-year-olds lack access to quality preschool. VA ranks
33 nationally in preschool funding
